Saints and Holy Days  -   
 

Holy Week is the final, solemn week of Lent in Christianity, spanning 
from Palm Sunday to Easter Sunday. It commemorates the passion, 
death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, including his entry into 
Jerusalem, the Last Supper, crucifixion on Good Friday, and 
resurrection.  
Palm Sunday: Jesus’s triumphant entry into Jerusalem, often 
celebrated with palm branches. 
Holy Monday/Tuesday/Wednesday: Jesus clears the Temple, 
teaches in parables, and is betrayed by Judas. 
Maundy Thursday: Commemorates the Last Supper, the institution 
of the Eucharist, and the washing of the disciples' feet. 
Good Friday: A day of fasting and solemnity marking the 
crucifixion and death of Jesus. 
Holy Saturday: The day of rest and vigil, reflecting on Jesus in the 
tomb. 
Easter Sunday: Celebrates the resurrection of Jesus, marking victory
